This can be seen by
the richness and variety of historical
manuments ranging from religious to
military buildings and structures, built over
a span of more than ten cénturies but also
by their importance the Kyiv-Pechersk
Lavra Monastery Complex listed under the
UNESCO World Heritage List.

We find it essential that we create a place
where people can connect with their built
ervironment and cultural inheritance-a
place where people can become aware of
of fully appreciate the historical context in
which they belong.

Our proposal aims not only to reflect upon
the multiplicity of “historical layers® that
made the area what it is today, but also to
make them present and visible, Thus, they
are reflected on the urban design
proposed. Our approach is to anchor the
proposed buildings with some of the most
important buildings and structures present
on the area-the Ramparts, the Bell Tower
and the Old Arsenal Building -these are
carefully incorporated on the current
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project, thus creating a continuum with
the past and the rich legacy it has left us.
Now, our goal is to add a “new layer® to
the site, with this time in relating to the
contemporary context in mind of the
changes that occurred in culture and
architecture of Kyiv today. We aim to form
a continuum to make the Kyiv- Pechersk
Lavra an area that not only connects the
past, but looks towards the future
incorporating the present position of Kyiv
in the world.
